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Caring for the GPSMAP 60CSx
The GPSMAP 60CSx case is constructed of 
high quality materials and does not require user 
maintenance except cleaning. 

Cleaning the Case 
Clean the unit’s outer casing (except for the screen) 
using a cloth dampened with a mild detergent solution 
and then wipe dry. Avoid chemical cleaners and 
solvents that may damage plastic components.

Cleaning the Screen
The GPSMAP 60CSx screen should be cleaned using 
a soft, clean, lint-free cloth. Water, isopropyl alcohol, 
or eyeglass cleaner can be used if needed. If these 
are used, apply the liquid to the cloth and then gently 
wipe the screen with the moistened cloth.

Installing the Batteries
The GPSmap 60CSx operates on two AA batteries 
(not included), which are located in the back of the 
unit. You can use Alkaline or NiMH batteries. See 
page 67 for information on setting the battery type.

To install the batteries:
1. Remove the battery cover 

by turning the D-Ring 1/4 
turn counter-clockwise and 
pulling the cover loose.

2. Insert the batteries, 
observing the proper 
polarity. A polarity diagram 
is molded into the battery 
compartment. 

3. Reinstall the battery cover 
by aligning the back cover 
with the unit and turning the 
D-Ring 1/4 turn clockwise.

Remove the batteries from your GPSMAP 60CSx 
when you do not expect to use the unit for several 
months. Stored data is not lost when batteries are 
removed.

To install the Lanyard:
1. Place the loop of the Lanyard through the slot 

at the at the upper left side on the back of the 
unit.

2 Route the strap through the loop and pull tight.

To turn the GPSMAP 60CSx on and off:
1. Press and hold the POWER key. When 

the unit turns on, a tone sounds and the 
Introduction Page appears, followed by the 
Satellite Page.

2. To turn off the GPSMAP 60CSx, press and 
hold the POWER key again.

Adjusting the Backlight
You may want to adjust the backlight to see the 
display better.

To adjust the backlight level:
1. Press and quickly release the POWER key.
2. Press up on the ROCKER to increase the 

brightness, or press down to decrease.
3. Press ENTER or QUIT to close the Backlight 

adjustment window.

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Initializing the GPS Receiver
The first time you turn on your GPSMAP 60CSx, the 
GPS receiver must collect satellite data and establish 
its current location. To ensure proper initialization, 
the GPSMAP 60CSx is shipped from the factory in 
AutoLocate mode, which allows the receiver to “find 
itself” anywhere on Earth. To receive satellite signals, 
you must be outdoors and have a clear view of the 
sky.

To initialize your GPSMAP 60CSx:
1. Press and hold the POWER key to turn on the 

GPSMAP 60CSx.
2. Hold the unit in front of you with the top tilted 

upward. While the GPS receiver is searching 
for the satellite signals, a “Locating Satellites” 
message is replaced by an “Acquiring 
Satellites” message until enough signals are 
acquired to fix its location. 

 When the receiver has signals from at least 
three satellites, the display at the top of the 
page changes to indicate position accuracy 
and location coordinates.

3. Press and release the PAGE key until the Map 
Page appears. You are now ready to begin 
GPS aided navigation.

You can also observe a sky view array of the satellites 
overhead with your location centered in the array. The 
outer circle represents the horizon and the inner circle 
a position 45 degrees from the horizon. The numbers 
shown indicate the number assigned to each satellite. 
A bar graph at the bottom of the page shows the 
strength of signals from each satellite.

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Using the GPSMAP 60CSx
This section explains how to enter and select 
information with the GPSMAP 60CSx.

Understanding Terms
As you progress through this owner’s manual, you are 
directed to press a specific key or highlight a field on 
the screen. When you are directed to press a key, you 
should press and quickly release the key. If the key 
needs to be held down for a period of time to start a 
secondary function, the instructions will tell you to 
do so. When a field is highlighted on the screen, it is 
highlighted in yellow. The position of the highlight is 
controlled by the ROCKER.

The following terms are used throughout this manual:

Highlight—move the highlighted area on the screen 
up, down, left, or right with the ROCKER to select 
individual fields.

Field—the location on a page where data or an 
option can be shown and entered. Select (highlight) 
a field using the ROCKER to begin entering data or 
selecting options.

On-screen button—use the ROCKER to highlight a 
button, and press ENTER to select the button.

Scroll bar—when viewing a list of items too long to 
appear on the screen, a scroll bar appears along the 
right side of the list. To scroll through a list, press up 
or down on the ROCKER or use Zoom In to scroll a 
set of items and Zoom Out to scroll the entire screen.

Default—the factory setting saved in the unit’s 
memory. You can change the settings, but you can 
also revert to the factory (default) settings when you 
select Restore Defaults when offered as an option.

Field
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Selecting Options and Entering Data
To enter data and select options, use the ROCKER to 
highlight, select, or choose an item in a list or a field 
on the screen.

To select and activate an option:
1. From any page, press MENU. An Options 

Menu appears with a list of additional options 
for that page.

2. Use the ROCKER to move the highlight up, 
down, right, or left on the menu to highlight the 
option you want, and press ENTER to select it.

To exit a menu or return to the previous 
setting:
 Press QUIT. The QUIT key moves backward 

through your steps. Press QUIT repeatedly to 
return to the starting page.

Using the Status Bar
At the top of each page, the status bar provides status 
information for several unit features.

Status Bar

• Power to the unit is provided by either batteries 
or from an auxiliary source (AC, DC or USB 
Adapter). The Battery Power icon ( ) shows 
the remaining power as the battery is depleted.

• The Auxiliary Power icon (        ) appears when 
the unit is powered by an external source such 
as the USB Data Cable provided with the unit 
or optional Serial Port Data/Power Cable or 
Cigarette Lighter Adapter.

• Satellite signal status is shown when searching 
for or acquiring satellites ( ), when a 2D fix 
( ) is attained and when a 3D fix ( ) is 
attained (four or more satellites are received.)

• The Backlight icon ( ) appears when the 
backlight is on. Backlighting is off when 
you turn the unit on. The Backlight uses a 
significant amount of battery power. 

• The USB Cable Connection icon ( ) 
appears when the unit is in communication with 
a PC Universal Serial Bus.

• Electronic compass icon (       ) appears when 
the electronic compass is turned on.
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On-Screen Messages
When a significant event in the operation of the unit 
occurs, an on-screen message appears to advise you of 
the occurrence. In each case the condition is described 
and often a remedy provided. Press ENTER to 
acknowledge the message and close the window.

On-Screen Messages

In some instances the message may indicate a 
temporary condition such as the “Calculating 
Route” message and close as soon as calculation is 
completed.

Using the Mapping Databases
Many of the GPSMAP 60CSx features require 
detailed mapping data in order to be fully operational, 
so you may want to transfer maps before using the 
unit. The MicroSD card provided with your unit 
can be loaded with detailed maps from optional 
MapSource disks for your PC can enhance the 
versatility of your GPSMAP 60CSx. With selected 
MapSource detailed mapping data, you can view 
listings of nearby restaurants, lodging, shopping 
centers, attractions and entertainment, and even 
retrieve addresses and phone numbers for any listed 
location.The amount of data transferrable is limited 
to the capacity printed on the MicroSD card.

Map data transfer requires the USB Interface Cable 
provided with the unit to transfer MapSource data 
from a PC to the MicroSD card in the GPSMAP 
60CSx. Inserting the MicroSD card in a standard SD 
card adapter and card reader allows for faster transfer.

You can purchase additional higher capacity MicroSD 
cards at your electronics supplier. See the Garmin 
Web site (http://www.garmin.com/cartography/) for 
compatible MapSource products.

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Transferring Data to a MicroSD Card
The GPSMAP 60CSx is equipped with a pre-installed 
MicroSD card. 

To install or remove the MicroSD card:
1. Remove the Battery Compartment Cover 

from the back of the unit and remove the two 
batteries.

2. Locate the card tray at the center of the 
battery tray and check to be certain the card is 
installed in the tray.

3. If you desire to remove the card, slide the tray 
cover up, then lift it toward you to remove the 
card from the tray. 

4. To re-insert the card, lay the card in the tray, 
close the tray, and replace the batteries and 
cover when finished.

To transfer map data to the MicroSD card:
1. Lift the weather cover from the USB port on 

the upper back of the unit. It recommended 
that you use the USB port rather than the 
Serial Connection port for faster data transfer.

2. Connect the USB cable provided with the unit 
to the USB port on your PC and to the mini-
USB port on the back of the unit.

3. Follow instructions for selecting and 
downloading maps provided with the 
MapSource map data disk.

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BASIC OPERATION
This section explains some of the more common 
operations you will perform with your GPSMAP 
60CSx including creating and using waypoints, using 
the Find Menu, and how to create and use tracks and 
routes.

Creating and Using Waypoints
Waypoints are locations or landmarks you record and 
store in your GPS. They are locations you might want 
to return to later. You can add waypoints to routes and 
even create a Go To directly to the selected waypoint.

Waypoints can be created using three methods. You 
can press the MARK key while at a location, create a 
waypoint on the Map Page, or enter coordinates for a 
waypoint manually.

Marking Your Current Location
Use the MARK key to quickly capture your current 
location to create a new waypoint. You must have a 
valid position (2D or 3D) fix to mark your current 
location.

To mark your current location:
1. Press and hold the MARK key until the Mark 

Waypoint Page appears. A default three-digit 
name and symbol are assigned to the new 
waypoint.

2. To accept the waypoint with the default 
information, highlight OK, and press ENTER. 
Or 
To change any information on the Mark 
Waypoint Page, highlight the appropriate field, 
and press ENTER to open the on-screen 
keypad. After entering and confirming your 
changes, highlight OK, and press ENTER.
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Creating Waypoints Using the Map
You can quickly create a waypoint using the 
Map Page. When you pan the map and move the 
arrow over a map item, you will see a highlighted 
description of the item.

To create a waypoint using the Map Page:
1. On the Map Page, use the ROCKER to move 

the pointer to the map item you want to mark 
as a waypoint.

2. Press and quickly release ENTER to capture 
the pointer location and open the information 
page for the map item. 

3. Highlight Save, and press ENTER.
 If the map item selected contains no 

information, a “No map information at this 
point. Do you want to create a user waypoint 
here?” message appears. Highlight Yes, and 
press ENTER.

4. To change any information on the Waypoint 
Page, highlight the appropriate field, and 
press ENTER to open the on-screen keypad. 
After entering and confirming your changes, 
highlight OK, and press ENTER.

Creating a Waypoint Using Coordinates
You can manually enter location coordinates to create 
a waypoint. This method is useful for creating a 
waypoint at a specific latitude/longitude position from 
a chart.

To create a new waypoint by entering 
location coordinates:
1. Create a new waypoint.
2. On the Waypoint Page, highlight the Location 

field, and press ENTER to open the on-screen 
keypad.

3. Use the ROCKER to enter location 
coordinates. Highlight OK, and press ENTER 
when finished.

4. Press QUIT to exit.

Editing Waypoints
You can edit waypoints when created or at a later 
date. You can change the symbol, name, note, 
location, elevation, and depth.

To edit a waypoint:
1. Press FIND to open the Find Menu.
2. Highlight the Waypoints icon, and press 

ENTER to open the Waypoints Page.

3. Select the waypoint you want to edit, and 
press ENTER. The Waypoint Page opens.

4. Make changes by highlighting each field 
and use the waypoint symbol chart, and 
alphanumeric keypad to enter new data. 

5. Press QUIT when finished.

Deleting Waypoints
You can delete waypoints from the Waypoint Page.

 NOTE: When you delete a waypoint, you cannot 
recover it from the unit. 

To delete a waypoint:
1. Press FIND to open the Find Menu.
2. Highlight the Waypoints icon, and press 

ENTER to open the Waypoints Page.
3. Select the waypoint you want to delete, and 

press ENTER. The Waypoint Page opens.
4. Highlight the Delete button, and press ENTER. 

A confirmation message appears.
5. Highlight Yes, and press ENTER to delete the 

waypoint.
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To move a waypoint on the Map Page:
1. On the Find Menu, Highlight the Waypoints 

icon, and press ENTER to open the Waypoints 
Page.

2. Select the waypoint you want to move, and 
press ENTER. The Waypoint Page opens.

3. Highlight the Map button, and press ENTER to 
show the waypoint on the map.

4. Press ENTER again to place a MOVE marker 
next to the waypoint. 

5. Use the ROCKER to move the waypoint to a 
new location on the map, and press ENTER.

Averaging the Waypoint’s Location
You can average a new waypoint location over time to 
produce a more accurate location.

 NOTE: You must have a GPS Satellite fix before 
you can average a waypoint’s location. You 
cannot average a waypoint after it has been 
saved to the waypoints list and Mark Waypoint 
page closed.

To calculate the average location:
1. Press FIND to open the Find Menu.
2. Highlight the Waypoints icon, and press 

ENTER to open the Waypoints Page.
3. Select the waypoint for which you want to 

calculate the average location, and press 
ENTER. 

4. Press MENU to open Options Menu
5. Highlight Average Location, and press 

ENTER to open the Average Location Page. 
The unit begins calculating the average 
location of the waypoint.
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6. Press ENTER to save the location.

Projecting a Waypoint
You can create a new waypoint by projecting the 
distance and bearing from a specific location to a new 
location.

To project a waypoint:
1. Press FIND to open the Find Menu.
2. Highlight the Waypoints icon, and press 

ENTER to open the Waypoints Page.
3. Select the waypoint you want to project, and 

press ENTER. The Waypoint Page opens.
4. Press MENU to open the Options menu.

5. Select Project Waypoint, and press ENTER 
to open the Project Waypoint Page.

6. Enter the distance and bearing to the projected 
waypoint in the appropriate fields at the bottom 
of the page, and press QUIT when finished.

To add a proximity waypoint
1. Press MENU twice to open the Main Menu.
2. Highlight the Proximity icon, and press 

ENTER to open the Proximity Waypoints 
Page.

3. Highlight an empty line, and press ENTER to 
open the Find Menu. 

4. Select a waypoint from the Waypoints List or 
from any other group of map points, and press 
ENTER to open the information page for the 
item.

5. With the Use button highlighted, press ENTER 
to add the point to the list on the Proximity 
Waypoints Page.

6. Use the ROCKER to highlight the Radius field 
if you want to enter a value different than the 
default of 1 mile.

To turn proximity alarms on or off:
1. Press MENU twice to open the Main Menu.
2. Highlight the Proximity icon and press ENTER 

to open the Proximity Waypoints Page.
3. Highlight the Proximity Alarms check box, 

and press ENTER to initiate the alarm feature. 
When you trigger an alarm, a tone will sound 
and a “Near Proximity Point” message 
appears. When you move outside the set 
radius, a “Leaving Proximity Point” message is 
shown.
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To clear one or all proximity waypoints 
from the list:
 To remove or review a single entry, press 

ENTER.  
Or 
To remove all waypoints from the list, press 
MENU, highlight Remove All, and press 
ENTER.

Man OverBoard (MOB)
Another method for creating a waypoint is the Man 
Overboard (MOB) feature. Typically an application 
for marking a location on water where you cannot 
stop quickly and must return to a point where there 
are no landmarks for reference.

To create a waypoint using the MOB 
feature:
1. Press and hold the FIND key.
2. Press ENTER to open the Map Page showing 

the path from your current location to the MOB 
point. Use the Compass Page for additional 
guidance to the MOB point.

Using the Find Menu
Use the Find Menu to search for waypoints, cities, 
and exits included in the GPSMAP 60CSx basemap. 
You can also find saved waypoint and geocache 
points. Additional icons appear depending on the 
optional BlueChart or MapSource data loaded to the 
unit.

When you access a Find group list, it contains only 
those items near your current location or the pointer 
(if active).

The Options Menu for each information page contains 
options for using a Find item as a tool for navigation. 

To use the Options Menu:

Find Near Here—returns you to the Find Menu 
where you can search for map items near the item 
defined on the information page. 

Change Reference—point to a new location on the 
Map Page using the pointer to search from that point.

Set Proximity—program an alarm to sound when you 
are within a specified radius of an item defined by the 
information page. See page 15 for more information.

Add To Route—include this item on a new route or 
add it to an existing route. See “Using Routes” on 
page 32 for more information.

View Sun and Moon—view Sun and Moon tables for 
this item location. See page 85 for more information.

View Hunt and Fish—view Hunt and Fish tables for 
this item location. See page 86 for more information.

Map Information—show the map from which 
the map item originated. See the Appendix for 
information about downloading detailed maps.

To find an item near another item:
1. Press FIND to open the Find Menu.
2. Select an icon on the Find Menu, and press 

ENTER.
3. Highlight an item in the Find list, and press 

ENTER to open the information page.
4. Press MENU to open the Options Menu, 

Highlight Find Near Here, and press ENTER. 
The Find Menu opens again with each 
category containing items near the item 
selected on the information page.

5. Select a category icon and press ENTER to 
open a Find list of items near the item.

To find an item from another location on 
the map:

Finding a Geocache
Use the Geocache icon to view the list of geocache 
locations created using your GPSMAP 60CSx 
or downloaded from your computer.

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To find a geocache:
1. Press FIND to open the Find Menu.

Searching for a Point of Interest
If you downloaded MapSource detailed mapping, 
you can use the All Points of Interest icon on the 
Find Menu to locate a nearby restaurant, lodging, 
landmark, public building, and so on.

The Tracks feature creates an electronic breadcrumb 
trail or “track log” on the Map Page as you travel. The 
track log contains information about points along its 
path, including time, location, elevation, and depth for 
each point (depth requires NMEA input, see page 96).

Creating and Using Routes
Route navigation allows you to create a sequence of 
intermediate waypoints that lead you to your final 
destination. The GPSMAP 60CSx lets you store 50 
routes with up to 250 points each.

Creating a Route
You can create or modify a route using the Routes 
Page, and you can add waypoints to a route from 
the Find Menu. You can create more complex routes  
using a PC and MapSource mapping programs and 
then transfer them to the unit memory. Auto-Routes, 
which are generated when you select Go To for a 
Find item, map item, or waypoint, cannot be saved. 
Saved routes with more than 50 waypoints cannot be 
navigated using the Follow Roads option.

To create a route:
1. Press MENU twice to open the Main Menu.
2. Highlight the Routes icon, and press ENTER 

to open the Routes Page. 
3. Use ROCKER to highlight the New button, and 

press ENTER to open the Route Page. 
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4. With the <Select Next Point> field highlighted, 
press ENTER to open the Find Menu.

• If you select the Navigate button on a Route 
Page, the GPSMAP 60CSx creates a route 
composed of several user waypoints or 
Find Menu items, with the last being your 
destination. It navigates directly from point to 
point. Before each turn in the route a turn page 
shows a guidance message and graphic of the 
turn. You can view the turns at any time by 
pressing up or down on the ROCKER while 
the route is active.

• Both navigation methods change when you 
select the Follow Roads option on the Routing 
Setup Page. Both Go To navigation and point to 
point routing become routes that allow you to 
navigate using roads.

 The routes use existing roadways (either those 
in the basemap or from downloaded detailed 
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mapping) to automatically calculate a route to 
your destination. Turns on roadways are added 
to the Active Route Page and are preceded by 
a guidance message with graphic of the turn. If 
there are not enough roads at your location to 
calculate a route, a message appears.

Navigating a Route
After you create a route, you can begin navigation 
immediately or save it to the Saved Routes list.

To navigate a saved route:
1. Press MENU twice to open the Main Menu.
2. Highlight the Routes icon, and press ENTER 

to open the Routes Page. 
3. Highlight a saved route, and press ENTER to 

open the Route Page.
4. Highlight the Navigate button, and press 

ENTER.
5. To stop navigating, press MENU, select Stop 

Navigation, and press ENTER.
When navigating a route, a guidance message and 
graphic view of turns in the route appear as you 
approach each one.

Additional pages can be added using the Page Sequence option on 
the Main Menu. The Active Route Page appears only when you are actively navigating.

Each page has an Options Menu, which contains the setup options and functions that apply to the page. To view 
the Options Menu for a page, press the MENU key.

The GPSMAP 60CSx comes with a built-in basemap 
that includes a database of cities, interstates, state 
and county highways, exit information, and lake and 
river outlines. The standard basemap can be enhanced 
using MapSource or BlueChart data.

Two map operating modes, position mode and pan 
mode, determine what cartography is shown on the 
map display. Position mode pans the map to keep 
your present location in the display area. The position 
marker  shows your travel on the Map Page. When 
you press the ROCKER, the GPSMAP 60CSx enters 
pan mode, which moves the map to keep the white 
arrow  (map pointer) within the display area.

When you are in panning mode, you can move the 
map pointer about the page to highlight and identify 
map items. If there is more than one map item under 
the pointer, a list appears with the item highlighted on 
the map, also highlighted on the list. 

You can add and configure up to four optional data 
fields to the top of the page to provide a variety of 
travel and navigational information.

The compass ring is an electronic compass that 
functions like a magnetic compass when you are 
stationary. When you are moving and reach a pre-set 
speed, it uses data from the GPS receiver to maintain 
your heading. When you stop (after a pre-set time), it 
again operates like a magnetic compass. The compass 
ring is especially helpful when using a paper map 
or chart in conjunction with your GPSMAP 60CSx 
for navigation. When the electronic compass is on, a 
compass icon  appears in the status bar.

Using the Electronic Compass
When you manually turn the electronic compass 
off, it stays off until you manually turn it on again. 
However, sometimes when you turn the electronic 
compass on, the GPSmap 60CSx overrides the 
compass and uses the GPS receiver to track your 
heading. You can customize the criteria for switching 
between the electronic compass and the GPS.

To turn the electronic compass on or off: 
1. Press and hold the PAGE key to turn the 

electronic compass on or off. The Compass 
Icon  appears in the status bar when the 
electronic compass is on. When you are not 
using the electronic compass, turn it off to 
conserve batteries. When it is turned off, the 
unit uses the GPS receiver for navigation.

2. Hold the GPSMAP 60CSx level to get an 
accurate electronic compass reading. A “Hold 
Level” message appears if you are not holding 
the electronic compass correctly, or if it is 
not calibrated. (See the following page for 
calibration instructions.)

Calibrating the Electronic Compass
When you first use the GPSMAP 60CSx or after 
you install new batteries, you have to calibrate the 
electronic compass outdoors. The accuracy of the 
electronic compass is adversely affected if the unit 
is not held level or you are near objects that generate 
magnetic fields, such as cars or buildings. 

To calibrate the electronic compass:
1. Press MENU to open the Compass Page 

Options menu 
2. Highlight Calibrate Compass, and press 

ENTER to open the Calibration Page.
3. With the Start button highlighted, press 

ENTER, and follow on-screen directions for 
holding and turning the unit.

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Using the Course Pointer or Bearing 
Pointer
The Bearing Pointer and Course Pointer work 
independently of each other. One indicates the 
direction to your destination, and the other indicates 
your relationship to a course line leading to the 
destination.

If the Bearing Pointer arrow is pointing straight 
up, for example, you are going directly to your 
destination. If it points any direction other than up, 
turn toward that direction until the arrow is pointing 
up and then continue in that direction. The Bearing 
Pointer always points to the destination, regardless 
of the direction you are moving. Most efficient if you 
must move around obstacles (lakes, private property, 
etc.) in your path.

The Bearing Pointer always indicates the direction 
to your destination from your current location.

If you are using the Course Pointer option, and you 
drift away from the line of travel from your original 
location to your destination, the Course Deviation 
Indicator (arrow with horizontal dotted line) provides 
graphic indication of drift (right or left) according 
to the scale shown at the edge of the compass ring.

The Tracks Page shows the percentage of track 
memory used, and a list of saved tracks. Use the 
Tracks Page to set up, clear, or save a track log, or 
activate the TracBack feature for the current track log.

To access the Tracks Page:

The Highway graphic provides visual guidance, 
taking you point by point to your final destination.

As you move toward each point 
on your route, the graphic will show the direction you 
should move to stay on course to the point. Five scale 
settings allow you to Zoom In or Out on the highway.

Backlight Timeout—sets the backlight to stay on 
when it is turned on, or to time out after a selected 
period of time has elapsed when using the battery.

 NOTE: Before setting up and placing physical 
geocache stations on public or private land, be 
certain you are not in violation of ordinances or 
laws governing use of these properties.

To access the Geocache Setup Page:
 On the Setup Menu Page, highlight the 

Geocache icon, and press ENTER.
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Marine Setup
Use the Marine Setup Page to define alarm settings.

To access the Marine Setup Page:
 On the Setup Menu Page, highlight the Marine 

icon, and press ENTER.

Anchor Drag Alarm—sets an alarm to sound when 
you exceed a specified drift distance.

Off Course Alarm—sets an alarm to sound when you 
are off your desired course.

Deep Water Alarm/Shallow Water Alarm—sets an 
alarm to sound when you enter an area of water that is 
too deep or too shallow.

Time Setup
Use the Time Setup Page to set the time format and 
zone, and set the unit to conform to Daylight Saving 
Time. The current time and date appear at the bottom 
of the page.

To access the Time Setup Page:
 On the Setup Menu Page, highlight the Time 

icon, and press ENTER.

Time Zone—choose the time zone for your city so 
the GPSMAP 60CSx will show the correct local time. 
Select Other to enter a UTC Offset.
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Units Setup
Use the Units Setup Page to customize measurement 
units.

To access the Units Setup Page:
 On the Setup Menu Page, highlight the Units 

icon, and press ENTER.

Units 
icon

Position Format—the coordinates for the system 
in which a particular location is shown. The default 
format is latitude and longitude in degrees, minutes, 
and thousandths of a minute (hdddomm.mmm).

Map Datum—these describe geographic location for 
surveying, mapping, and navigation and are not actual 

maps built into the unit. The default setting is WGS 
84. The unit automatically chooses the best datum 
based on your chosen format.

For more information about selecting Position 
Formats and Map Datums, see page 92.

Distance/Speed—select the unit of measurement to 
show your speed and distance traveled.

Elevation (Vert. Speed)—select the unit of 
measurement (Feet (ft/min), Meters (m/min), or 
Meters (m/sec)) to show your altitude.

Depth—select the unit of measurement (Feet, 
Fathoms, or Meters) to show the depth.

Temperature—select the unit of measurement 
(Fahrenheit or Celsius) to show temperature.

Pressure—select the unit of measurement (Inches, 
Millibars, or Hectopascals) to show pressure.

Heading Setup
Use the Heading Setup Page to specify the type of 
heading display and the type of North reference used 
to calculate your heading. 
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 NOTE: Unless you have a working knowledge 
of Headings and North Referencing, it is 
recommended that you use the default values.

To access the Heading Setup Page:
 On the Setup Menu Page, highlight the 

Heading icon, and press ENTER.

Display—select the value (Cardinal Letters, Degrees, 
or Mils) to show your heading.
North Reference—provides headings based on a true 
north reference.
Switch to compass heading when below (for more 
than)—Select speed and time delay for electronic 
compass switching. See page 15. 

Calibration Setup
The Calibration Setup Page allows you to calibrate 
both the Compass and Altimeter for increased 
accuracy in navigation.

To calibrate the compass:
1. On the Setup Menu Page, highlight the 

Calibration icon, and press ENTER. The 
“Which sensor would you like to calibrate?” 
message appears.

2. Highlight the Compass button, and press 
ENTER to open the Compass Calibration 
Page. Follow instructions on page 16.

To calibrate the Altimeter:
 Select Altimeter and press ENTER to display 

the Altimeter Calibration Page and follow 
instructions on pages 25 and 68.
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Altimeter Setup
The Altimeter Setup Page allows you to setup the 
Altimeter to self calibrate each time you turn on 
the unit, to function as a barometer or to manually 
calibrate when you have accurate elevation or 
pressure data.

To set up the Altimeter:
1. On the Setup Menu Page, highlight the 

Altimeter icon, and press ENTER.
2. Highlight the Auto Calibration field, and press 

ENTER to select from On or Off.  When On, 
elevation is corrected by GPS. 

3. Highlight the Barometer Mode field, and press 
ENTER to select Variable Elevation (used 
when moving) or Fixed Elevation (used when 
stationary, allowing the Altimeter to function 
as a standard barometer). Trip data is not 
recorded when in Fixed Elevation mode.

Altimeter Setup
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To manually calibrate the Altimeter:
1. Highlight the Calibrate Altimeter button, and 

press ENTER. You can calibrate the Altimeter 
using one of three methods:

 Enter the correct elevation: this requires a 
reliable source for determining the elevation 
for your current location.  

 Enter the correct pressure: this requires a 
reliable source to determine the accurate 
barometric pressure at your current location. 

 Allow the GPS  Receiver to determine the 
elevation: the GPS receiver estimates the 
current elevation when determining its location. 
The accuracy will vary depending on the 
position of satellites overhead. It won’t be as 
accurate as an elevation entered from a known 
source, but is sufficient for most navigation 
applications.

2. When finished, a Completed or Failed 
message will display.

Welcome Setup
Use the Welcome Setup Page to insert a message, 
such as ownership information, that appears when you 
turn on your GPSMAP 60CSx. 

Adding a welcome message

To access the Welcome Setup Page:
 On the Setup Menu Page, highlight the 

Welcome Message icon, and press ENTER.

To add a welcome message:
1. Use the on-screen keypad and the ROCKER 

to enter your welcome message, and press 
ENTER.
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2. When finished, highlight OK, and press

Jumpmaster
Jumpmaster is an accessory designed for experienced 
skydivers. A jumpmaster is the individual in charge of 
a unit of skydivers coordinating a unit or cargo drop.

To access the Jumpmaster:
 On the Setup Menu Page, highlight the 

Jumpmaster icon, and press ENTER.

The Jumpmaster follows military guidelines for 
calculating a jumpmaster’s high altitude release point 
(HARP). The accessory can auto-detect when you 
have jumped to begin navigating toward the desired 
impact point (DIP) using the barometer and electronic 
compass.

You can set the Jumpmaster to one of three types 
of jumps, HAHO, HALO, or Static. The jump type 
selected determines what additional setup information 
is required. For all jump types, altitudes (drop or 
opening) are measured in feet above ground level 
(AGL).

Jumpmaster Setup Page

Welcome message
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A desired impact point (DIP) must be set for HAHO 
jumps. This is a waypoint marked where you want to 
land. The drop altitude of at least 1,000 feet must be 
specified next. The Jumpmaster uses the drop altitude 
as the opening altitude for HAHO jumps. Common 
values for a drop altitude range from 12,000-24,000 
feet AGL. 

For HALO jumps, the required information is the 
same as the HAHO jump type, plus an opening 
altitude. This altitude may not be a larger value than 
the drop altitude. Common values for an opening 
altitude range from 2,000 to 6,000 feet AGL.

Static jumps require a drop altitude of at least 1,000 
feet to be specified. A constant wind speed and 
direction for the duration of the jump is assumed.

For HAHO and HALO jumps, wind speeds and 
directions can be entered for every 1,000 feet of 
canopy drift (CD) and every 2,000 feet of free fall 
drift (FFD). These wind speeds are entered on the 
Wind Setup page by selecting the Wind button.

“Forward Throw” and “Course to HARP” allow a 

user to determine the direction and magnitude the 
aircraft will carry him after jumping and before free 
fall or canopy drift begins.

A number of additional constants are entered on the 
Constant Setup page by selecting Constant.

A check box at the bottom allows for auto-navigation 
to the DIP. If you want your unit to determine when 
you have jumped, this box should be checked. A 
message appears describing how to manually navigate 
the route.

Clicking the Goto HARP button begins the 
navigation process and will take you to the Wind 
Setup page if that information is missing or 
automatically setting up the route with the calculated 
HARP and then the selected DIP before taking you to 
the Navigation page.
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The Wind Setup
Wind speeds and directions are added on the Wind 
Setup page.

Wind Setup

Wind speeds are measured in knots and directions 
are based on origination of wind. This information 
is usually based on data collected from National 
Oceanographic & Atmospheric Administration 
(NOAA) or by a drop zone support team leader 
(DZSTL) monitoring the course of a Pilot Balloon 
(PiBal) released from the ground at the DIP and wind 
streamers dropped from aircraft once the HARP is 
calculated. 

Jumpmaster is capable of handling doglegs in wind 
direction.

Select “Clear All” from the Option Menu of this page 
to clear the list of wind speeds and directions. Wind 
speeds and directions must be entered as a pair to be 
valid. Those pairs left as “_ _ _” will be ignored in 
calculations.

The Constant Setup
The Constant Setup page allows you to fine-tune 
certain aspects of the planned jump.

Constant Setup
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All jump types also can use a “Percent Max” to 
increase or decrease the range or their jump. Entries 
less than 100% decrease drift distance to the DIP 
while those greater than 100% increase drift distance. 
More experienced jumpmasters may choose to use 
smaller numbers while those less experienced may 
use larger numbers.

Safety Factor is used in HAHO jump types to allow 
a margin or error for a jump. Safety factors are 
usually integer values, no smaller than two, and are 
determined by the jumpmaster based on specifications 
for the jump.

A number of K values can be specified for different 
jumps. HAHO jumps use K-open while HALO jumps 
use K-open and K-freefall. Static jumps use K-static. 
K-values are based on the parachute canopy rating. 
Each parachute should be labeled with a K value. 
Common values may range from 3.0 for K-freefall to 
48.0+ for HAHO K-open.

Select Restore Defaults from the Option Menu of this 
page to reset the values.

The following is a list of abbreviations and acronyms 
commonly used and relate specifically to this 
accessory:

AGL—Above Ground Level Altitude measure

CD—Canopy Drift while parachute is open

DIP—Desired Impact Point location where landing 
should occur

DZ—Drop Zone area where landing should occur

DZSTL—Drop Zone Support Team Leader

LFFD—Free Fall Drift before parachute is open

HAHO—High Altitude High Opening type of jump

HALO—High Altitude Low Opening type of jump

HARP—High Altitude Release Point location jumper 
exits from aircraft

MSL—Mean Sea Level Altitude measure

PRP—Primary Release Point HARP plus forward 
throw of aircraft
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The following list of additional terms are often used 
by jumpmasters:

Drop Altitude—Altitude when jumpmaster exits 
aircraft, measured in AGL

Forward Throw Horizontal—distance traveled by 
due to aircraft speed

HAHO—Jump Type of jump where the jumpmaster 
jumps from a very high altitude and opens chute at a 
high altitude

HALO—Jump Type of jump where the jumpmaster 
jumps from a very high altitude and opens chute at a 
low altitude

K values—Wind drag values for parachutes

Opening Altitude—Altitude when jumpmaster opens 
chute, measured in AGL

Static Jump—Type of jump where wind speed and 
direction are assumed constant for the duration of the 
jump

Proximity Waypoints
Use the Proximity Waypoints Page to define an alarm 
circle around a stored waypoint location. The alarm 
circle can help you avoid restricted locations.

For more information on proximity waypoints see the 
“Proximity Waypoints” section on page xx.

Calendar
Use the Calendar to view sunrise/sunset times, moon 
phase, hunt and fish probabilities, archived waypoints 
for activities you want to navigate to for any given 
day and location.

To use the Calendar:
1. Press MENU twice to open the Main Menu.
2. Select the Calendar icon, and press ENTER. 

The Calendar Page opens with the current 
week shown.

2. Use the ROCKER to highlight the day you 
want to add waypoints to and press ENTER to 
show the Page for that day.
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3. Press MENU to open the Options Menu. 
Highlight Add Point, and press ENTER to 
open the Find Menu.

4. Select the type of point you want to place on 
the Day Page. (See page 31 for details on 
using the Find Feature) With the information 
page for that point displayed, highlight the Use 
button and press ENTER to place the point 
reference on the Day Page.

5. To remove points from a Day Page, press

To view sun and moon locations for a 
specified time, date, and location:

lists. Press ENTER to make your selection. 

2. Highlight Start, and press ENTER to begin the 
game.

3. Highlight “Re-Center” and press ENTER to 
place yourself back in the middle of the game 
board.

Virtua Maze
This GPS game creates a virtual 
maze on the screen. You are 
placed at a central position in the 
maze and must explore the maze 
collecting flags. The lower right 
corner of the screen tells you how 
many flags remain. The lower left 
corner contains a timer showing 
the elapsed time. The difficulty 
level determines how much of the maze you can see 
at one time. Viewing less of the maze makes the game 
more difficult.

 TIP: Press MENU, and select Cheat to start 
cheat mode. Enabling this mode penalizes you by 
five minutes and counts seconds by 10 instead of 
2. Press ENTER to turn off cheat mode.

GekoSmak
GekoSmak is a GPS-based game 
that features you as the player 
piece. Periodically, gekos appear 
on the screen. Before the geko 
disappears, move toward the geko 
and press ENTER to smack the 
geko with a hammer. If you get 
the geko, an “!” mark appears 
above the hammer, if not, only a hammer appears 
momentarily.

Field size choices are small, medium and large. Small 
fields are approximately 20 yards by 30 yards and large 
fields are 60 yards by 90 yards (about the size of an 
American football field).

The difficulty levels are: Easy, Normal and Hard. These 
levels determine how often gekos appear. The pace 
quickens and values vary as difficulty levels increase.
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Nibbons
In this GPS game, you must 
walk around the board collecting 
the flags as they appear. As you 
walk, your “tail” will grow. You 
may travel anywhere on the 
screen but you cannot walk on 
your tail, or you will lose a life. 
As an added challenge, you must 
also avoid the skulls that chase 
after you. 

Gekoids
This GPS game, which can be 
played without GPS on, is all 
about blasting gekoids. The 
catch is, you are the ship and 
you can survive only when you 
avoid getting hit. Before you 
begin to play, be sure to make 
your game settings. Orient 
Map “Northwards” rotates your ship in the center of 
the map. The map is stationary and north is always 

up. Orient Map “Ship Up” rotates the virtual world 
around your ship. Your ship always points Up. Press 
ENTER to start and blast away.

Beast Hunt
Although not a true GPS game, 
Beast Hunt requires some 
navigation skills. You must find 
and defeat the dragon with an 
arrow before it breathes fire at 
you or you fall into one of the 
pits while navigating a maze 
of platforms. Occasionally you 
are transported by slides that curve or move you 
diagonally. The game consists of several difficulty 
levels and an extended or limited visibility option. 
When you lose a game, the screen shows the layout of 
hazards, slide, and warning platforms. A scoreboard 
keeps track of your wins and loses.
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To play Beast Hunt:
1. Select Beast Hunt from the Games Menu, 

and press ENTER. The game overview page 
appears.

2. Press ENTER to open the Difficulty Level 
menu. Select a difficulty level (Trainee, 
Beginner, Expert, or Master), and press 
ENTER to open the Visibility menu.

3. Select a visibility option (Extended or 
Limited), and press ENTER to begin play.

4. Use the ROCKER to jump from platform to 
platform.

 When you land on a shaded platform, you are 
one or two steps from the dragon. A platform 
with a circle is next to a pit. If you fall into a pit, 
jump into the dragon or shoot an arrow that 
misses the dragon, you lose.

5. To defeat the dragon, press ENTER to place 
an arrow in a shaded platform. Use the 
ROCKER to point and press ENTER to shoot.

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What is WAAS/EGNOS?
The Wide Area Augmentation System (WAAS) is an 
FAA funded service to improve the overall integrity 
of the GPS signal for users in North America. The 
European version of WAAS is referred to as EGNOS.

The system is made up of satellites and approximately 
25 ground reference stations positioned across the 
United States that monitor GPS satellite data. Two 
master stations, located on either coast, collect data 
from the reference stations and create a GPS data 
correction message.

According to the FAA’s Web site, testing of WAAS in 
September 2002 confirmed an accuracy performance 
of 1-2 meters horizontal and 2-3 meters vertical 
throughout the majority of the continental United 
States and portions of Alaska.

WAAS and EGNOS are is just two service providers 
that adhere to the MOPS (Minimum Operational 
Performance Standard) for global Satellite Based 
Augmentation Systems (SBAS). Eventually there 
will be several services of worldwide geostationary 
communication satellites that broadcast integrity 

information and differential correction data as 
transmitted by ground reference stations. 

All SBAS systems use the same receiver frequency; 
therefore any operational SBAS system should be 
capable of providing your GPS unit with increased 
accuracy at any location in the world.

Currently, enabling WAAS on your GPSMAP 60CSx 
in regions that are not supported by ground stations, 
may not improve accuracy, even when receiving 
signals from an SBAS satellite. In fact it can degrade 
the accuracy to less than that provided by GPS 
satellites alone. For this reason, when you enable 
WAAS on your Garmin GPS receiver, the receiver 
automatically uses the method that achieves the best 
accuracy.

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Map Datums and Location 
Formats

Map Datums are based on a 
mathematical model of the Earth.

What Are Map Datums?
A datum is a mathematical model of the Earth that 
approximates the shape of the Earth, and enables 
calculations to be carried out in a consistent and 
accurate manner. The datum is physically represented 
by a framework of ground monuments whose 
positions have been accurately measured and 
calculated on this reference surface. Lines of latitude 
and longitude on a map or chart are referenced to a 
specific map datum.

What is a Location Format?
Your current location can be viewed on the GPS in the 
form of coordinates. Since different maps and charts 
use different location formats, Garmin GPS units 
allow you to choose the correct coordinate system 
for the type of map you are using. The most common 
format is latitude and longitude, which is used by all 
Garmin units. 

You can choose to change the location format to use 
with other coordinate systems. UTM/UPS (Universal 
Transverse Mercator/Universal Polar Stereographic) 
are easy-to-use metric grids that are found on most 
USGS topographic quadrangle maps. You can also 
select one of several other grids, including a user-
definable grid (for the advanced user).
